PMAG®  Ranger PlateTM

STEP 1: FLOORPLATE REMOVAL 
Using a Impact/Dust Cover tail or bullet tip, 
depress Lock Plate Button and slide Floorplate 
forward and off PMAG magazine body.
 
Note: Lock plate is under pressure, and must 
be depressed far enough in to unlock 
floorplate.

PMAG RANGER PLATE INSTALL/REMOVAL

STEP 2: RANGER INSTALLATION
Compress Lock Plate and spring inside PMAG 
body. Starting from the front of the magazine 
body, slide Ranger onto the PMAG until Lock 
Plate button “clicks” into place.

Warning: Failure to fully lock Ranger Plate in 
place may cause serious weapon failure.

Attention: Check magazine function via live 
fire test prior to tactical deployment.

RANGER REMOVAL
Using a Impact/Dust Cover tail or bullet tip, 
depress the Lock Plate Button and slide Ranger 
forward and off magazine body.

Note: Lock plate is under pressure, and must 
be depressed far enough down to unlock 
Ranger.
